Belonging  

Ownership  ï we are a true óMembersô Golf 

Clubô owned and run by the members for the 

members.  We have no commercial interest or 
shareholders to please.  The rules and 

subscription levels are fixed by members 
directly at our Annual General Meeting.  The 

Club owns the freehold of the golf course and 

the clubhouse as well as additional land 
alongside the golf course.  

Have your say  -  the Club is managed through  
the Board of Directors. Membership of the 

Board is open to all, with the Officers and 

Directors being elected at the AGM.   Thus, 
members have a direct say in how the Club is 

operated.  

Playing  

Unlimited access  -  the Club does not operate 
a tee time booking system for members, other 

than for Club Competitions.  Unless the tee is 
booked for a competition, a match or a Visiting 

Party, members are freely entitled to roll up at 

any time to play (no additional cost).  

Play as much as you like  ï play as many or 

as few holes as you want or your schedule 
al lows (no additional cost).  The layout of our 

course, with starting points at the 1 st , 7 th  and 

10 th  holes, makes it easy to play three, six, 
nine or any number of holes to fit in with your 

schedule.  This is provided of course that you 
donôt hinder the progress of golfers already on 

the course.  

Invite your friends  -  members are entitled to 
a significant discount against our green fee for 

their own guests.  Members may play with a 
guest at any time when the member is entitled 

to play with no need to book.  T he current 

green fee for a member's guest is  £18  
(weekdays and weekends), this can be reduced 

further by purchasing a book of 4 guest tickets 
for £60.  However, there is a limit on the 

number of times a guest can play at this rate.  



Matches  ï we have a full  schedule of matches, both competitive and friendly, with 
our main focus being on participation in the Derbyshire Inter -club foursomes 

competitions, Sheffield 6 to 12 Handicap League and the Taskers inter -club 

Trophy. There are 12 Captainôs Friendlies organised through the year, run by the 
Vice -Captain, and all members are entitled to selection.  The Ladies Section play 

competitively in the Derbyshire Ladies Bronze and Silver Leagues, the Taskers 
Inter -club Trophy as well as organising a number of friendly matches. We have six 

Mixed friendly matches through the year and our Seniors Section compete against 

eight neighbouring Clubs. All of these matches are split between home and away 
venues (no additional cost).   

Competitions  -  the Club operates a full programme of competitions which are 
open to all in accordance with the particular competition rules.  Traditionally , 

gentsô competitions are held on Saturdays, but there are some on Sundays and 

weekdays.  Ladies Competition s are held  on Tuesday s and Sunday s.  Through the 
summer season we also run a Mixed Friendly 9 -hole competition, followed by a 

bite to eat, on most Friday evenings  (ñFriday Night Funò); a Mixed Shield 
competition and Captainsô Mixed Challenges.  The names of Major Competition 

winners are r ecorded on the honours boards in the clubhouse.  There is a small 

competition entry fee  to help fund prizes ! 

Handicap  ï the Club controls and maintains your official CONGU handicap (no 

additional cost).  Your handicap certificate is recognised worldwide.

Reciprocal golf  -  the Club has a reciprocal discounted green fee arrangement 
with two other local clubs, Abbeydale , Silkstone  and Wortley.  Members can play 

these courses by arrangement, paying their Member Guest Rate.  

Discounted Golf at 1200 Clubs -  as a Chesterfield Golf Club member you can 
take advantage of the Derbyshire Union of Golf Clubs County Card which gives you 

the op portunity to play at some 1200 participating Clubs throughout the country 
at discounted rates.

can be invaluable in setting you on the right path to enjoyable golf or just fixing

is alwa ys willing to help with whatever you need, clubs and balls, clothing and 
footwear, you just need to ask.  

Practice Facilities  -  We have the benefit of a substantial Practice Ground with 

plenty of room at most times.  Thereôs a practice green, maintained to the 
standard of all the greens on the course, and practice bunkers and target flags to 

help you hone your game or strengthen the fundamentals following your lesson 
with the Pro.

with Walton Woods and the hills towards Matlock beyond.  Our bay window or the 
patio is a perfect place to enjoy a sandwich and a coffee or a beer après golf.
